Note on IDSP                                 

        Integrated Disease Surveillance Project (IDSP) was launched by Hon’ble Union Minister of Health & Family Welfare in November 2004. It is a decentralized, State based Surveillance Program in the country. The project design was based on the experience of implementation of a WHO supported National Surveillance Project for Communicable Diseases (1998-2003). The State of Punjab has piloted disease surveillance program under the State Health Project supported by the World Bank whereas the State was included in the Phase III of the project in 2007 and by now has experience of 3 years only in implementation. As per the guidelines provided by Govt. of India, IDSP is  being  implemented in all districts of state which was formally launched on 12th June, 2007 by Hon’ble Prof. Laxmi Kanta Chawla , Health & Family Welfare Minister, at Bhawani Garh, Distt. Sangrur. The State has designated Surveillance Units in all 20 districts.  All the districts are reporting surveillance data on weekly basis as well as all the outbreaks, whenever they occur.   It is intended to detect early warning signals of impending outbreaks and help initiate an effective response in a timely manner. After the review done by World Bank, Punjab State is now one of the 9 Priority States.
· Original objectives and scope:
This project originally sought to improve : 

· Reporting on a limited set of diseases and syndromes

· Strengthening laboratory capacity to diagnose these priority diseases

· Recording and transmission of the information through effective use of IT networks

· Enhancing the ability of health system to detect outbreaks, promptly investigate and control them.  

            This initiative was to accomplish the goals by enabling the states to improve the completeness, reliability, and timeliness of information collected at the peripheral levels of the health care system, engage the large private health care sector in disease reporting, conduct training of surveillance personnel, equipment and staff public health laboratories, and improve capacity of Rapid Response Teams.

· Nodal Officers:- One at State H.Q and one Nodal Officer in each district. Contact number displayed and published in Media.

· Control Rooms:- Control rooms have been setup at the State H.Q as well as in all the 20 districts of the State. The detail of these along with name and contact number of Nodal Officers have been published in all the leading news papers for the convenience of general masses.

· RRT:- Rapid Response Teams have been constituted in all the districts under supervision of District Health Officer and Epidemiologist, Physician/Pediatrician and Pathologists. Consisting of 3 days training for two batches of RRT completed in SIHFW, totaling 84 participants.

· Private Practitioners Training:- 

· One day training of Pvt Practitioners for H1N1 at Fortis Hospital held on 19-09-09 and conducted by State Team. 52 participants attended the workshop.

· One day training of Pvt Practitioners of district Mohali was organized at PHSC, Mohali on 22nd October. About 70 participants from private hospitals of Mohali  attended the workshop on H1N1.

· One day training for H1N1at district Ludhiana held on 25-11-09. A total of 120 participants were present which included SMOs, MOs, RHOs and Pvt. Practitioners.

· One day training for H1N1at district Moga held on 26-11-09. A total of 86 participants were present which included SMOs, MOs, RHOs and Pvt. Practitioners.

· One day training for H1N1 at district Ropar and F.G Sahib held on 02-12-09 and 03-12-09.

· One day training for H1N1 at district Gurdaspur conducted on 23-08-09. About 50 doctors participated in the meeting.

· One day training for H1N1 at Pathankot conducted on 31-10-09. About 50 doctors participated in the meeting   

· One day training for H1N1 at Batala conducted on 11-11-09.

II. Screening 

· Screening at the International Raja Sansi Airport, Amritsar (about 5 International Flights take place daily) continued till 15th January, 2101 and screened about 500- 800 passengers, who arrive at the airport daily. 

· Screening at Attari and Wagha border is also continued as and when passengers arrive through road/rail.

· Isolation wards:- Isolation wards have been set up in all the 20 district hospitals, Pvt. hospitals and 3 medical colleges. Total beds available in Govt. Hospitals-437 and Private. Hospitals- 604 (Total – 1041).
