a) There are four beds sanctioned at each Mini Primary Health Centre and
patients are provided primary health care services, which include outdoor
treatment, ante natal, immunization, family planning services, malaria,
TB, leprosy treatment, minor ailments, basic laboratory tests and referral
services.

b) At Mini Primary Health Centre, there are six sanctioned posts, Medical
Officer, Pharmacist, Laboratory Technician, Staff Nurse (one each) and
two posts of Group-D.
